THE SEA INCURSION

On Monday 12 November year 3 enjoyed a fantastic dra-
ma incursion, “Under the Sea”, linked to our English Fan-
tasy unit. Students participated in an underwater narra-
tive with amazing costumes including deep sea divers,
jelly fish, sharks, tropical fish and colourful seaweed. This
incursion enabled students to showcase their imaginative
and dramatic skills.

YEAR 4 SUSTAINABILITY INCURSION

Year 4 attended the Sustainability drama workshop.
Together Year 4 went on an adventure around the
world and visited The Great Barrier Reef, Antarctica,
Sumatra and Paraguay.

During this incursion they connected with the local
environment to discover that individual actions can
have a cumulative effect on communities and provide
global results.

Using dramatic techniques, Year 4 explored sustaina-
bility and the issues of de-forestation, pollution, land
fill and over-fishing.




YEAR 5 FORENSICS INCURSION

On Wednesday 7 November, Year 5 participated in a
forensic science workshop linked with the Mystery
unit that students are currently studying. During the
incursion, students worked in groups finding clues to
solve a crime. They looked at fingerprinting and
blood typing, facial reconstruction through computer
and real models, hair and fibre analysis, fluorescence
of oils, plant identification and DNA comparisons,
latent image detection, chromatography and shoe
impression casting, and evidence collection. The stu-
dents also learned about why crime scenes are isolat-
ed from the public, why certain evidence is more
valuable than others and why a clear chain of evi-
dence is needed from the crime scene to the eventu-
al court case. The students were extremely intrigued
and engaged throughout the entire incursion.

YEAR 6 CARES EXCURSION

Over the course of two days, Year Six took partin a
Community and Road Education Scheme program lead
by Senior Constable Amanda. Students were provided
with a greater degree of road safety knowledge and
an opportunity to develop their practical skills.

The course first began with a presentation about the
importance of wearing a helmet. Students were then
shown how to correctly fit them using the ‘2, 2, 2
Rule’. This was followed by a lesson which exposed
the risks and consequences of not being mindful on
the roads. To finish their learning experience, stu-
dents enjoyed a practical session where they learnt
how to perform hand signals while riding and put
them into practice in a controlled and safe environ-
ment.




YEAR 5 ARABIC EXCURSION
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On Thursday 15 November, Al Amanah College
Bankstown’s Year 5 attended an excursion to the
2mfm Radio Station and Darulfatwa (Islamic High
Council of Australia). Once there, the students were
informed what the Darulfatwa is. They also were told
about the upcoming Mawlid celebration. Students
were then led on a tour around the station and en-
joyed a lunch at Titanic Restaurant.

STARTING HIGH SCHOOL

Is your child starting high school next year? Here are some steps you can take to help your child start high school
on a positive note:

. Be interested and enthusiastic about their move to high school

. Attend the high school orientation

. Make sure travel arrangements to and from the school are organised
. Organise your child’s school uniform well before the first day of school
. Learn about school routines and timetables

. Help your child to develop good study habits

. Practise organisational skills

. Discuss emergency and safety issues

. Let your child know that you can trust them and

that they can trust you




READING WITH YOUR CHILD -

Reading to your child is one of the most
successful ways of instilling a love of read-
ing in them. But in a recent study more
than one-quarter of primary-school-aged
respondents claimed they were never read
to at home.

Children typically enjoy being read to, and
see educational, social and emotion-
al benefits to the practice. But families are
busy, and finding time to read aloud can be
eaten up by the demands of everyday life.
Not all parents have been read to them-
selves as children, so may not have expe-
rienced a model they can then follow with
their own children. And many adult Austral-
ians may be struggling readers them-
selves.

With this in mind, here are five suggestions
that can help make the experience of read-
ing to your children fun, relaxing and edu-
cational.

1. Give itall your attention

For many people, the best time to read
with their children is at night, once the
children are in bed. But if you find your
child too cranky and disengaged at this
time (or if you are feeling tired yourself),
you might want to try reading to them earli-
er in the day.

Whatever the time, it's important to give
the book and your children all of your at-
tention. Phones and other devices with
enabled notifications should be switched
off. Everyone should be comfortable, and
children should associate time spent being
read to with enjoyment.

Where possible, we strongly suggest read-
ing to your child becomes part of the daily
routine. The more often children are read
to, the more substantial the benefits. Read-
ing to children is both an opportunity to
model how the written word sounds and a
chance for family bonding.

2. Engage with the story

Children don'’t typically enjoy having the
story stopped every few seconds for com-

prehension checking, so we suggest you
keep interruptions to a minimum.

But recapping is useful when picking up a
book again after a break. If parents let their
children provide this recap (“So, where are
we up to?”) this also enables informal com-
prehension checking. Opportunities for
prediction are also beneficial (“Wow...
what do you think might happen next!”).

Sharing your response to a book and en-
couraging children’s responses stimulates
critical thinking. These techniques and
others can enhance learning and compre-
hension, but they shouldn’t upset the fluidi-
ty of the reading experience or turn it into a
test.

3. There’s no age limit

You can start reading to your child from
early infancy to support their develop-
ing language abilities so it's never too early
to start. The skills infants and young chil-
dren develop through shared reading ex-
periences can set them up for literacy
achievement in their subsequent schooling
years.

Reading to your children remains important
beyond the early years, too, with continu-
ing benefits for literacy development
and cognitive skills.

Very recent research in the UK found
struggling adolescent readers can make
remarkable gains on their reading compre-
hension when books are read to them at
school. This is perhaps due to the oppor-
tunity for students to enjoy books that are
too hard for them to read themselves.

4. Pick a book you both enjoy

We suggest you select a book that inter-
ests both you and your child. Reading
together is a great opportunity to share
your passions while broadening your chil-
dren’s horizons through making diverse
book choices.

Don’t be afraid to start reading chapter
books to your children while they are still
very young. The age to begin this will vary
depending on your child’s attention span,
but it’s often possible to begin this with pre-
schoolers.

As long as the story isn't too complex,
children love to be taken on an enjoyable
journey into books that are too hard for
them to read independently. This can also
help to extend child’s vocabulary, among
other benefits.

It's a good idea to take your children to the
library and model how you choose interest-
ing books for shared reading. Research
primary and high school children are easily
overwhelmed by choice when they attempt
to pick what books to read independently,
so helping them with this is a valuable skill.

5. Don’t worry about your style

Not all of us are destined to be award-
winning voice actors, and that's OK. It's
great to use expression and adopt different
voices for the characters in a book, but not
everyone will feel able to do this.

At multiple points in our research, we've
come across people who have praised the
reading efforts of parents who weren’t
confident readers, but who prevailed none-
theless. For example, in our recent paper a
respondent described being read to by her
mother who struggled with dyslexia. This
mother, and many other parents, have
inspired a love of reading in their children
through their persistence.

Being taken into the virtual reality of story
is a memorable, pleasurable experience
that stays with us forever. Reading aloud
provides parents with a valuable opportuni-
ty to slow down, relax and share the won-
derful world of books with their children.
